• Must have demonstrated financial need.  Verification of financial need will be processed through the 

Financial Aid Office at Mesa College.

Completed applications and all required supporting documents must be received by  
5:00 pm on February 29th, 2012.  Late or incomplete applications will not be considered. 
 
SELECTION PROCESS AND CRITERIA 
 
All completed applications that meet eligibility requirements will be reviewed by a committee comprised of 
representatives from Mesa College.  
 
APPLICATIONS WILL BE RATED AS FOLLOWS: 
 
Grade Point Average       20 points maximum 
Essay         50 points maximum 
Leadership/Community Service     10 points maximum 
Financial Need       20 points maximum

Recipients will be notified by mid-April.  Awards will be presented on Friday April 27 2012, at the annual 
Scholarship Awards Banquet.  Recipients will be honored as special guests and will receive one complimentary 
dinner ticket.
